Constitution of nutrition.

4.1.6. To be consumed within two years from date of production.

Hibiscus �owers are to be packed in approproate clean packages never 
used before. �ere are to be no changes in health bene�ts and nutri-
tional value and to be worthy of the standards set in every country.
All countainers and packages are to be of materials safe and appropri-
ate for each use

�e speci�cations for this product are to be followed according to the 
Global Constitution on Nutrition with general well being of health foods
